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FUNDRAISING NOTES:





Here is an overview of our fundraising plans for the upcoming 2011 season:





The items that we would like to raise funds for in the next year:





Teambuilding camp – we would like to cover 50% of the cost or about $60 per girl which will be approx. $3,000.





We would like to cover the cost of the coaches, chaperones, and planning fees for the teambuilding camp which will amount to $1,000.





Strongsville and Lorain County showcases – it will cost $1,500 to field teams at these two events.





Misc. expenses related to the Alumni picnic, T-shirts, game socks and the coaches wish list will equal around $1,500.








All together this will total around $7,000 and this is what can be expected every year to run a program of reasonable quality and in the manner that we are accustomed to.  Now - how to raise the funds.  We are going to concentrate our fundraising efforts in 6 categories as follows with projected income:

This is a very doable amount based on what we did and learned this year.  The girls will be doing a significant amount of the work and the time commitment for each family should be around only 8 hours throughout the year. Kicks for the Cure:


�We are going to be adding a new event in the Fall season called "Kicks for the Cure".  This is a breast cancer awareness and fundraising event that we will be organizing leading up to our game with Magnificat on 10/8.   Kicks for the Cure has been going on for a while on the collegiate level and we want to be on the forefront of bringing it to the high school level.  The girls will play the game in pink shirts and we will be doing fundraising leading up to the game and on the day of the game which will be donated to the Susan G. Komen organization.  The Mercy hospital system has expressed interest in being involved with us in this endeavor on a number of levels including matching some or all of the money that we raise.  Based on my fact finding - $3,000 is a reasonable goal for the Shoregal portion of this fundraiser, so that will be our initial goal.  I need ideas for fundraising activities to help us reach this goal. Our fundraising may go something like this - $1,000 from gate receipts & concessions, $1,000 match from Mercy, and the last $1,000 to be raised by the girls. Donations will, of course, be accepted. If anyone has experience with these types of events, please contact me.  Also, if anyone has a family member who has been touched by breast cancer we would like to dedicate the game and donate the proceeds in their name.  Send me an e-mail if this might be appropriate to your situation.  I will definitely need a lot of help to pull this off the first year and we want to make this an annual event.  It will serve as our team community service project for the year and will also give the girls the opportunity to earn those important service hours while supporting a worthy cause.

From time to time we like to mention noteworthy accomplishments by our team members.  In this issue we would like recognize two players who will be going to the Regional ODP camp this summer.  Those players are freshman Emily O'Connor and incoming freshman Sarah Nasr.   The Olympic Development Program (ODP) was established in 1977 as a nationwide process dedicated to the identification and training of players for state, regional, and national teams.  The United States is divided into 4 regions and youth soccer in this area is part of the Ohio North Association which is a part of Region II.  This region is comprised of 14 states in the Midwest and encompasses 850,000 soccer players.  ��Emily O'Connor is a member of the 1995 age group State team for Ohio which consists of 18 players and Sarah Nasr is a member of the 1997 age group State team which consists of 35 players.   These State team members are then invited each summer to a Regional ODP camp in DeKalb, Ill. where they train and compete for a spot on the Regional team.  So, you can see that it is quite an honor to make the State team and be invited to the Regional camp as only a small pct. of all the girls playing are selected for these teams.
