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FUNDRAISING NOTES:





Here is an overview of our fundraising plans for the upcoming 2011 season:





The items that we would like to raise funds for in the next year:





Teambuilding camp – we would like to cover 50% of the cost or about $60 per girl which will be approx. $3,000.





We would like to cover the cost of the coaches, chaperones, and planning fees for the teambuilding camp which will amount to $1,000.





Strongsville and Lorain County showcases – it will cost $1,500 to field teams at these two events.





Misc. expenses related to the Alumni picnic, T-shirts, game socks and the coaches wish list will equal around $1,500.








All together this will total around $7,000 and this is what can be expected every year to run a program of reasonable quality and in the manner that we are accustomed to.  Now - how to raise the funds.  We are going to concentrate our fundraising efforts in 6 categories as follows with projected income:

Kicks for the Cure has been going on for a while on the collegiate level and we want to be on the forefront of bringing it to the high school level.  The girls will play the game in pink shirts and we will be doing fundraising leading up to the game and on the day of the game which will be donated to the Susan G. Komen organization.  If anyone has a family member who has been touched by breast cancer we would like to dedicate the game and donate the proceeds in their name.  Send me an e-mail if this might be appropriate to your situation.  I will definitely need a lot of help to pull this off the first year and we want to make this an annual event.  It will serve as our team community service project for the year and will also give the girls the opportunity to earn those important service hours while supporting a worthy cause.

“An Historic Season”…





I think everyone has heard by now, but for any of our Alumni or friends of 


the program who have not heard – the Shoregals won the SWC conference championship this past season.  





They finished the conference season undefeated with a 6-0-1 record.  This was the first conference championship in the 18 year history of the program and also the first undefeated conference record.  They were also voted the No. 1 seed in the District which was yet another program first.  The program has now had 16 consecutive winning seasons.


  �The Shoregals finished with a 12-4-1 record which was one of the better marks in program history.  The 12 wins this past season moved coach Kiko Lopez into a tie for the most victories in program history with former coach Tom Greene at 47 wins.  Kiko has the highest winning percentage of any coach in program history at 70%.  Kiko was named by his peers as the 2010 Southwestern Conference Coach of the Year.   





The Shoregals were also awarded Team Academic All-America status for the 2009-2010 school year this past November by the National Soccer Coaches Association of America (NSCAA). ��This is the highest academic honor that high school soccer teams may receive in the country. Avon Lake was one of only 243 teams nationwide (less than 5 per state) to receive this prestigious award and the team GPA was 3.93.  To qualify for the award, a team must have a minimum grade point average of 3.25 for the entire academic year.   The Shoregals also received this award in 2008 and are on track to receive it again for the current academic year next November.��The team was also named Academic All-Ohio for 2010 by the Ohio Scholastic Coaches Association.   The team Scholar-Athlete award which goes to the senior with the highest GPA was presented to Maddie Bernard for the 2010 season.  





Just an amazing season for the current girls and it is a tribute to every girl who has played in this program over the years as this is the result of many people’s efforts through the years of continuing to build and improve the program.





A winning tradition has now been established for future players to step into and continue to build upon.
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
